In preparation for
Thorpe Woodlands,
learn to make your bed
including the sheets,
pillowcases and putting
on a duvet cover.

Music: Create your own
piece of music

Using items around the
house, try creating your
own piece of music. You
could also use Busy
Beats on PurpleMash as
well.

Make up a gymnastics
routine either by
yourself or with a friend.
Upload to Seesaw.

Research renewable
energy. What is it?
What types of
renewable energy are
there?
